BACKGROUND

On August 15, 2008, the Planning Commission adopted Resolution No. 06-2010, which
approved Tentative Tract Map 04-004 and Planned Unit Development 04-004
{Attachment 1). The approved project consists of the subdivision of 0.57 acres into

twelve (12) lots and construction of ten (10) live/work townhouses on vacant property
located on El Camino Real, behind ARCO.

DISCUSSION

Extensions of time may be granted only if it is found that there have been no significant
changes in the General Plan, Municipal Code, or character of the area within which the
project is located that would cause the approved project to be injurious to the public
health, safety or welfare. Staff has not identified any significant changes to the above
that would cause this project to be injurious to the public health, safety or welfare.

TIME EXTENSION 08-003
