SUBJECT: CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A MITIGATED
NEGATIVE DECLARATION AND APPROVING THE CONSTRUCTION
PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR THE TRAFFIC WAY
STREETSCAPE PROJECT, PW 2007-10

DATE: JUNE 10, 2008

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended the City Council adopt a resolution adopting a mitigated negative
declaration and approving the construction plans and specifications for the Traffic Way
Streetscape Improvement Project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The estimate of the total project cost for the Traffic Way Streetscape Improvements is
$260,000. The FY 2007/08 Capital Improvement Program includes $150,000. To
provide the additional $111,000 in revenue required, it is proposed to transfer funds
from the RDA Fund ($10,000), Street Maintenance Fund ($28,000), the Transportation
Facilites Fund ($40,000) and Sales Tax funding designated for sidewalk construction
($32,000). The final amount will not be transferred until the construction bids are
received and a contract is awarded so that an accurate cost can be determined.

BACKGROUND:

On October 20, 2006, Council considered the Traffic Way Streetscape Plan, including a
street tree planting program by the Tree Guild, street restriping and future improvement
plans. Council adopted the conceptual plan and directed staff to proceed with the
design of the project. The construction plans and specifications for the project are
complete.
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ANALYSIS OF ISSUES:

The Traffic Way Streetscape Improvement Project scope of work includes restriping of
Traffic Way and the northern portion of Station Way to improve traffic circulation by the
inclusion of three (rather than two or four) lanes. This would enable the placement of
bike lanes on both sides of Traffic Way, and a two-way left turn median or dedicated left
turn lane at each public street intersection. The reconfiguration includes relocation of
the stop bar on Station Way approximately 12 feet eastward into the Traffic Way
intersection to improve the driver's sight line when looking northward to the Traffic Way
bridge. The project also includes the installation of a sidewalk at the northeast corner
of Traffic Way and Station Way, installation of sidewalk on the north side of Fair Oaks
Avenue west of Traffic Way, various other sidewalk, and minor drainage improvements
along Traffic Way, and widening along the southerly portion of East Cherry Avenue to
enable the installation of a dedicated left turn lane.

The widening of East Cherry Avenue requires the acquisition of additional right-of-way
on the south side of the roadway, currently in use as a shoulder area for trucks and
farm equipment. The owner of the property, Ed Dorfman, has offered for dedication to
the City an easement for approximately 15 feet by 390 feet of right-of-way directly east
of the Traffic Way intersection to construct the road widening. Staff will present the
recorded easement document to the Council as part of the consideration of the
construction contract award at the July 22, 2008 meeting.

The contract time is estimated at 60 calendar days. Work is expected to begin in early
June 2008 and finish by early August 2008 as shown in the attached project schedule.

ADVANTAGES:

The project will provide turn pockets at all intersections, will widen East Cherry Avenue
to provide a dedicated left turn lane and provide for continuity of existing sidewalks.
The project also addresses concerns at the intersection of Station Way and Traffic Way
by providing additional sight distance for vehicles from Station Way. Bike lanes will be
provided in both directions.

DISADVANTAGES:

Non-contiguous sidewalks areas will remain along Traffic Way that will require attention
in the future and turn pockets are not provided at every intersection. There will continue
to be pedestrians using non-contiguous sidewalks and bikes traveling on non-
designated bike lanes. In addition, to complete the design as proposed will require an
increase in the project budget.
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ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:

The widening of East Cherry Avenue, directly east of the Traffic Way intersection,
requires the acquisition of additional right-of-way that is currently used as farmland, but
is zoned as “Traffic Way Mixed Use”. The Community Development Department
prepared a Mitigated Negative Declaration in accordance with the guidelines of the
California Environmental Quality Act. However, the mitigations are incorporated within
the project design. On March 10, 2008, staff forwarded a “Notice of Availability, Draft
Negative Declaration” for the subject project to all residents and businesses within 300
feet of the project limits on East Cherry Avenue. The City has not received comments
to date.

PUBLIC NOTIFICATION AND COMMENTS:

The agenda was posted on Thursday, June 5, 2008. The agenda and staff reports
were posted on the City's website on Friday, June 6, 2008. No public comments were
received as of the time of preparation of this report. When the initial design was
prepared, public workshops were held, as well as individual meetings with the majority
of businesses on Traffic Way.
